phone. Tuition must be paid prior to
the first day of class or workshop. We
accept cash, check, Visa or Mastercard.
If registering by phone, you may use a
credit card number to hold your space
and then mail or drop off a check. If
your check is not received within two
weeks of the registration date or on
the first day of class (whichever occurs
first), your card will be automatically
charged. There is a $25 fee for any re-
turned checks.

Late Pick-up Policy for Childrens
Classes Program hours are from
3:30pm - 5:30pm or 4:00 - 6:00 pm.
Any child picked-up more than 10
minutes late will be charged $2.00 per
minute.

Cancellation Policies A refund, minus
a $20 processing fee, will be issued if
we are notified at least one week prior
to the start of your class.
